Henry Ford

Henry Ford was born on a farm in Michigan. He was always interested in machines
and how they worked. He loved to take apart and then reassemble the watches
belonging to his friends and neighbors. In 1891, he was hired as an engineer for
Thomas Edison’s company. Up until then, most people used a horse and carriage
for transportation. Ford wanted to develop a “horseless carriage.” By 1903, Ford had
created his own company. His dream was to have inexpensive cars made by skilled
workers who were paid steady wages. This was a radical new idea at the time. In
1908, the very first Model T car was introduced. This car was the first to have the
steering wheel on the left side. A new car cost only $825. The Model T was easy

to drive, and cheap to repair. All the cars were black, because the assembly line
required a quick drying time. Soon, more than half the people in the United States
were driving Ford’s cars.

At first, Mary Kay Ash sold household items for Stanley Home Products. She was
very good at her job, so another company wanted her to work for them instead. Ash
worked for World Goods for more than 10 years. It made her angry to watch men get
promotions and make more money than she did for doing the same job. She started
her own business in 1963 with about $5000. She sold skin care products. Women
who worked for her company, Mary Kay Cosmetics, were called consultants. The
consultants bought her products for a lower, or wholesale, price. Then they had
parties at their homes and sold the products for a higher, or retail, price. They
earned more money if they convinced other women to become consultants. This
was Ash’s way of letting everyone share in the success of her company. She also
used incentive programs to reward her top sellers. Her ideas worked. Even today,
Mary Kay’s yearly sales are over 2 billion dollars.
